EMDS 5120 APPLIED STATISTICS IN DISASTER SCIENCE

Introduces students to a variety of statistical analyses used in the study of disaster science. Focus is on 

the practical application of a variety of statistical analyses including bivariate analysis, correlation and 

various forms of regression analysis techniques.

EMDS 5650 INTERNATIONAL DISASTER RELIEF

Focuses on the complexities and theoretical perspectives of disaster response and recovery on an 

international level. Students learn about the interaction between humanitarian aid and politics, and the 

overall efficacy of humanitarian aid in disasters. Topics include: theoretical applications in humanitarian 

aid, convergence behaviors, neoliberalism, types of organizations active in international disasters (both 

NGOS and governmental agencies) and disaster mythologies.
